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A Study on the Day Care Need of Poor
Married Women in Ulsan

(Abstract>

The purpose of this study was to help develop systematic day care service programs for the
urban poor married women by surveying their following basic needs;

- What kind of day care service do they need?

- What are the components of the day care service that should be provided to them?

- What kind of human and physical environment of day care service do they want?

The subjects were 200 poor married women with more than one children under age of six
who lived in the Ulsan City. Data gathering was done through the interview method with the
questionaire prepared in advance. The frequency and percentage were calculated for the
analysis

The major findings were as follows;

i ) Urban poor married women wanted a center-based day care. They also preferred the
whole-day day care service to the half-day day care service.

1) They hoped that the day care service program should contain the education, health and
protection service.

1) A caregiver was anticipated to have a good mother nature, and at least to have a
degree from credited junior colleges.

iv) Most of urban poor married women said that they could afford to 20,000—50,000
Won for whole—day day care service, and 10,000—30,000 Won for half—day day
care service respectively, However, what they want most was for the
government or their companies to support considerable amount of day care

service fee,
